Approx 25 min X 4 rotations

Instructor introduces the 2 activities (5 min)

· “Listening to space sounds” – students will visit 2 or more websites to listen to sounds from space- Important to explain that these sounds are originally Radio waves which are inaudible to us. The sounds have been changed to sounds waves so that we can hear them. Examples of sounds we will hear- a pulsar (throbbing, dying star), Jupiter’s magnetosphere, the Sun’s magnetosphere et al.
About 15 minutes

· “Listening to Light” – students will us the listening to light kit which includes: a mini amp/speaker attached to a mini solar panel, a TV remote, a miniUV lamp and one other light source. Also includes a piece of fabric, a sheet of aluminum foil, a plastic garbage bag and a mirror. Students are instructed to show caution with the equipment while testing different types of light to see what sounds are produced. Another activity is to see which items transmit and which items block the light. Put items back into the box carefully.

About 10 minutes
