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Here at the peak of Solar Cycle 25, hams are
scrutinizing solar data ranging from daily
sunspot numbers, to monthly averages and
beyond. In his article “Looking at the Sun,” John
Keating, K7LY, digs into various types of data
from this solar cycle and others, in an attempt
to determine how reliably peaks in the data
predict good propagation.
